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This is to certify that, as per the decisions taken by the Governing Body of the
College, vide its Resolution No. 3 in its meeting dated 29.11.2011, a specific number of
students had been provided for the facilities of Free Studentship, i.e., Full Fee
Concession, Half Fee Concession and Quarter Fee Concession during the Academic

Session 2021-22.

The above-said GB Resolution stated that, “Governing Body discuss the matter regarding
concession of fees to students ........ and it is resolved that such benefits be given as per following
norms:

(i) Full-fee concession will be given to those who have attended a minimum of 75% of classes held
and obtained at least 60% marks in aggregate in immediately proceeding examination;
(i) half-fee coneession will be given to those who have attended a minimum of 60% of classes held
and obtained at least 45% of marks in aggregate in Immediately proceeding examination; and
(iii) quarter-fee concession will be given to those who have attended a minimum of 60% of classes
held and whose family incomes are relatively low.
Further resolved that concession of fees will be given to a maximum of 10% of total students in

cach class subject to the fulfilment of above conditions.”
